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SAFE RIDING

Before allowing children to use this Motorbike, adults must thoroughly assess the
driving area and the child's ability to safely operate the bike. It is very important
that children are taught the appropriate safety rules before they are allowed to
ride the Motorbike. In addition, these rules should be reviewed with any other
children who wish to operate the Motorbike.
m Remain seated. A child who is not sitting on the seat when the Motorbike is in
motion could fall or cause the Motorbike to tip over.
= Do not operate the Motorbike at night.
= Do not operate the Motorbike near steep inclines as it can cause the following:
« Unsafe speed, even if the throttle is released.
« Tipping
» Loss of traction, causing the Motorbike to slip.
» Rolling backwards at an unsafe speed.
® Avoid contact with moving/rotating parts, such as the motor brake, axle, and
wheels. Contact with these parts can cause serious injury.
= Do not operate the Motorbike when it’s positioned on its side or upside-down.
= Do not operate the Motorbike near flammable vapors (gasoline, paint thinner,
acetone, liquid wax, etc.) as the electrical switch emits an internal spark, which
could cause an explosion or fire.
= You should not ride if you are under the influence of alcohol or drugs, if you have a
heart condition, are pregnant, have head, back, or neck ailments which limit your
ability to ride safely, if you have any mental or physical conditions that may make
you susceptible to injury or impair your physical dexterity or mental capabilities to
recognize, understand, and perform all of the safety instructions and to be able to
assume the hazards inherent with the product.
m Before each use, conduct a basic safety inspection including: (i) condition of tires;
(ii) safe operation of brakes and lights; (iii) good condition of the frame;
(iv) sufficient battery charge; and (v) any sign of damage, unusual or excessive
wear, or other open and obvious mechanical problem/maintenance needs.

Aggressive riding or crashing into objects may damage or destroy the
frame or handlebars. Thoroughly inspect the frame, handlebars, and hardware
after any incident and before every ride.
